Many Clubs have a recycling project as part of
their commitment to the Global Cause,
Environment. Others have awareness projects
that encourage waste reduction and recycling.
Here are some points to keep in mind that may
help to reduce waste and recycle more eff  ectively
and efficiently.

Some interesting facts taken from the QId

Just because something is recyclable does not
mean that it will be recycled.

Recycling capabilities vary throughout the state.
E.g. Clear plastic bags can be recycled
Brisbane/lpswich, but not in most country areas.

in

Some points to remember:

1 Neverplace items to be recycled in plastic bags
in the bin. -They will contaminate the load
which will be transferred to general waste.

1 Removing items from bags becomes a Health
& Safety issue - staff could be open to cuts from
glass, syringes, knives and so on. Recycling
companies report that plastic bags containing
recyclables are still a common occurrence.

9 Cans can be recycled but must be free of food
scraps. They need not be washed but rinsing
will prevent odours. Empty aerosol tins can be
recycled.

9 Plastics: milk bottles, shampoo bottles,

washing liquid bottles etc can be recycled.
Remove the lids from milk bottles 0 they are a
different type of plastic. Once removed, drop
the lid into the recycle bin along with the milk
bottle.

Most Councils offer a drop off point at their
Waste Transfer Stations - Check with your
council. Recyclable items may include:

Concrete/bricks
Engine oil/cooking oil
Batteries

Green waste
Metal/steel

Hazardous items which cannot be placed in
bins:

1 Asbestos

I Paint but if you remove lids from cans &
ensure the tin is completely dried out, it can
be placed in the general waste bin. Councils
will not want wet paint in their compactors so
ensure it is completely dry.

1 Arsenic treated timber.

Some Corporations taking responsibility for
waste:

9 Batteries: Bunnings Warehouse, Officeworks,
Coles, Woolworths - recycling bins at stores,
usually close to the entrance. Some Councils
offer a battery drop -off point. Do not place
batteries directly into the bin. They sometimes
cause fires when being compacted.

SPARQ-ed Background

SPARQ-ed (Students Performing Advanced Research - Queensland Education) is a unique
biomedical educational program for school students, delivered through a collaboration between the
Department of Education and the Translational Research Institute (TRI).

Students and teachers from across the Queensland schooling sectors (State Schools, Queensland
Catholic Education Commission and Independent Schools Queensland) are provided with a
practical introduction to biomedical research at our cutting-edge facility featuring a fully equipped
Physical Containment (PC2) teaching laboratory and learning centre, located at the TRI in Brisbane.

LMRF generously provides financial support to remove barriers to engagement for students and
staff located outside of the Brisbane metropolitan area. The scholarship can be used by families to
assist with the costs associated with travelling to and/ or staying in Brisbane.

In 2025, $32 447 was distributed directly to families, supporting their involvement in SPARQ-ed
programs. Whereas $2 194 funded the Regional Roadshow to the Scenic Rim and Southern Darling
Downs in November.

48 of Queensland’s most enthusiastic Year 8 and 9 Science students joined us for the final Junior
Research Engagement Programs of 2025. Students explored ‘Techniques to study the Cell Cycle in
Cancer.”
